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Identifying Major Issues and Problems
In Turkey, environmental protection and administration of natural resources have completely depends upon centralisation. However this politic/administrative ideology, creates different type of problems. The disappointing legacy of government natural resources ownership will then be examined from the perspective of the of the new resource the new resource economics, focusing on economic efficiency and environmental quality and arguing in favour of relinquishing governmental management, if not ownership and control, or partly control of the government.

The ownership of State natural resources as forests, shall not be transferred to others. State forests shall be managed and exploited by the State in accordance with the law. Ownership of these forests cannot be acquired through prescription, nor shall servitude other than in the public interest be imposed in respect of such forests. Acts and actions which might damage forests shall not be permitted. The low also regulate Articles 63: The State shall ensure the conservation of the historical, cultural and the natural assets and wealth, and shall take supporting and promoting measures towards this end. In addition to this, conservation of Historical, Cultural and Natural Wealth. As mentioned above, pollution and the environmental problems are still being continued.

Identifying Priorities and Policy Options

· Local electorate must be aware of their responsibilities and have a basic notion of civic duty;

· Participation at every level and joint work must be promoted;  All these are the principles of Agenda 21 as well. 

Allocating Responsibilities and Roles

Volunteer organisations; Controlling service quality and sustainable urban policies.
